➢ 10 seats in each class. EUCOM/USAREUR-AF provides country prioritization.

➢ Cost: ~ $25,000 using International Military Education & Training (IMET) funding. 

➢ Free individual lodging at the Camp Normandy barracks, Grafenwoehr.

➢ Military dining facility within walking distance reduces meal cost <$20 per day.

The JFOC at Hohenfels Training Area 

(building 744) has increased each class 

size to facilitate eight students. The pass 

rate through the first five classes of FY 23 

is 94%.  Students that attend Pre-JFO 

training at home stations with a focus on 

basic CFF skills perform significantly 

better than those that do not.  Historically, 

the majority of Soldiers that fail the course 

do so due to large Target Location Errors

(TLE) during unaided missions.  The next 

class is set to start on 07 MAY 23. The full 

FY 23 and FY 24 schedules can be viewed 

in ATRRS. 

A JFO is a certified and qualified 

Service member who requests, 

controls, and adjusts surface-to-

surface fires; provides targeting 

information in support of CAS; 

and performs terminal guidance 

operations (TGO).  The JFO adds 

warfighting capability and in 

conjunction with the JTAC, 

FAC(A), and fire support officer, 

assist maneuver commanders 

with timely planning, 

synchronization, and responsive 

execution of joint fires.
